TheKentuckyPostsecondaryEducationImprovementActof1997mandatesaseamless
systemofpostsecondaryeducationthatcanonly beachievedby promotingeaseof
transferfor learnersbetweenKentuckyinstitutions.

In orderto promotethetransferofcreditsbetweenKCTCSandBellarmineUniversity
andtherebyincreaseeducationalopportunitiesfor studentsin theservicearea,Bellarmiiiiie
University andKCTCS establishthistransferagreementleadingto theBachelorof
HealthSciencedegreein CardiopulmonaryScience(RespiratoryCare)offeredby the
DonnaandAlan LansingSchoolofNursingandHealthSciencesat Bellarmine
University.

This transferagreementstipulatesthat graduatescompletingthecourseofstudyleading
to anAssociatein Applied Science,AdvancedLevel-RespiratoryCarePractitioner
(AAS) degreethroughKCTCSmaytransferthat curriculum’s courseworkto Bellarmine
University in theform ofa block ofcreditto beappliedtoward requirementsfor the
Bachelorof Sciencein CardiopulmonaryScience(RespiratoryCare)program.The
transferblock consistsof the74-77credithoursspecifiedin the2002-03KCTCScatalog,
or its successordocument.TheattachedBHS curriculumspecifiestheadditional 60
semesterhoursofBellarmineUniversitycourseworkthatwill culminatein theBachelor
of HealthSciencein CardiopulmonaryScience(RespiratoryCare).

Uponcompletionofthe KCTCSAAS, AdvancedLevel-RespiratoryCarePractitioner
program,graduateswill be selectedfor admissionbasedon competitiveadmissionand
BellarmineUniversity’sacademicadmissionstandardsinto theBachelorofHealth
Sciencein CardiopulmonaryScience(RespiratoryCare)Program.

KCTCS andBellarmineUniversityagreeto adviseeachotherof changesin course
requirementsfor anycourselistedin thetransferagreementin orderto ensurecontinued
compatibility betweenthe coursesofferedby thefaculty at eachinstitution.

KCTCS andBellarmineUniversityagreeto renegotiatethis agreementasnecessarydue
to the changesin courserequirementsor graduationrequirementsateitherinstitution.

ChancellorofKCTCSwill appointmembers.

Both institutionsWill observeSACSandCPEguidelinesandrulesandwill adhereto the
requirementsof reportinginformationfor thecompletionof CPEreportsrelatedto
transferandotherrequirements.

In theeventthatBellarmineUniversitydeterminesthat it will no longeroffer the
BachelorofHealthSciencein CardiopulmonaryScience(RespiratoryCare),Bellarmine
Universitywill provideone-yearwrittennoticeof theterminationof thedegreeprogram.
