Admissions Requirements to Adelphi University Program:  



Admission to the School of Arts and Sciences requires a minimum 2.3 G.P.A.. Admission to the 
Department of Performing Arts also requires a successful audition or portfolio review. 
 
Scholarships range from $4,000 to $8,000 plus, based on cumulative G.P.A.. The minimum G.P.A. 
required for scholarship is a 3.0. Talent scholarships are available based on audition or portfolio review. 
Need-based financial aid is also available to those who qualify. Priority filing date for FAFSA is February 
15 for fall applicants and October 15 for spring applicants.  
 
Students who complete the A.A. or A.S. degree at Bristol Community College are exempt from taking 
Adelphi University’s General Education Distribution requirements. Students who do not achieve the A.A. 
or A.S. degree at Bristol Community College will be responsible for Adelphi University’s General 
Education requirements either with appropriate transfer credits from Bristol Community College and/or 
courses taken at Adelphi University.  
 
To 
determine how Bristol Community College courses may transfer and may satisfy Adelphi University’s 
General Education requirements, contact the Transfer Counselor in Adelphi University’s Office of

Adelphi University General Education Distribution Requirements 

 

Transfer Students with fewer than 30 credits 

These students must satisfy all the requirements. Transfer credits can be used to satisfy General Education 
requirements. 
 
Transfer Students with 30-59 credits 

These students are exempt from the Freshman Seminar and Freshman Orientation Experience. They must 
satisfy all the other requirements. Transfer credits can be used to satisfy General Education requirements. 
 



Transfer Students with 60 credits but without an Associates degree in Arts (A.A.), Associates degree 

in Science (A.S.) or Bachelors Degree 

These students are exempt from the Freshman Seminar, Freshman Orientation Experience, and the Second 
Competency. They must meet the Social Sciences and Math/Science Distribution requirements. They may 
meet the Arts and Humanities distribution requirements by taking a total of 12 credits in those two areas; it 
can be all Arts or all Humanities or some of each. 

To fulfill the 34-credit General Education requirement, students may choose from a wide range of courses. 
This gives them opportunities to pursue areas of interest in depth and to complete second majors or minors. 
Many courses in the General Education sequence also satisfy requirements in the areas of specialization 
selected by students.

• Humanities and Languages (6 credits)

Biology, Biochemistry, Chemistry, Computer Science, Mathematics, and Physics 

• Social Sciences (6 credits) 
Anthropology, Economics, Political Science, Psychology, Sociology, and International Studies
