PHYS 114) and have overall grade-point average of 3.5.

All complete applications for summer and fall are considered on February 1 (October 1 for spring). Materials should be mailed far in
advance to insure that we receive them by the deadline. Applications received after the deadlines will be considered, but are less likely

to be accepted due to space limitations.
