» Atthe end of each semester the receiving department shail generate a log indicating:
1. The names and number of students who transfer under the agreement.
2 The total number of credits completed to date, and the GPA, the grade point average
of the transfer students in the receiving program, each semester of attendance, to

follow their progress.

3. The cumulative grade point average of the transfer students.

This log will be made available to the Departmental Chairperson and Dean of both institutions’
department for their assessments, and to the transfer advisors of the students.
