Signature Form items:
1. Form itself with your original signature
2. 2"x2" passport-style photo

Send in all 4 items together, via U.S. mail.
Attach or scan the photo onto the Signature Form.

3. Proof of citizenship status

Send a photocopy of a U.S. birth certificate, U.S. passport or Green Card (both sides).

4. Nonrefundable $75 fee

If you received an AMCAS fee waiver, check that box on the form. Otherwise, send $75, payable to Rush Medical College, by check, money order or cashier's check.

Letters of Recommendation:
One packet/committee letter from your undergraduate school, or two (2) individual letters from any sources you choose. One of these two (2) letters must be from an individual with whom you have had substantial contact during the past 24 months.

Send via U.S. mail or use VirtualEval or Interfolio online.
No other Internet-based services are acceptable.

AMCAS Application:
Completing and submitting your application to AMCAS should be your first priority for the coming application year. An AMCAS ID is required to create a user account in the Supplemental Application system. All admissions files and tracking activities use the AMCAS ID number as your identifying reference number.

Address changes and email changes:
Once you have completed your AMCAS application, all changes to data items included therein must be submitted ONLY to AMCAS. This includes mailing addresses, e-mail address, grade corrections.

Be forewarned that AMCAS may take several weeks to pass along your updates to your designated schools. Regardless, do not send such changes directly to Rush.

Supplemental Application
No need to wait for a formal invitation! Applicants may begin the Supplemental at any time after obtaining an AMCAS ID.

Visit the Supplemental home page at http://www.rushsupp.com
An active user account is not needed to preview information, including the Sample Supplemental Application, other forms and instructions.

Once you login and create an account, you will be expected to complete and submit your Supplemental Application within 30 days.

You may login and out as many times as you wish during those 30 days.

Applications will not be accepted in paper form.

Remember to SAVE CHANGES as you go along. For backup, we urge you to PRINT A COPY OF YOUR APPLICATION at the end of each session.

Supporting Materials:
Signature Form: print this from the InfoStatz Web site. Send in all items together, via U.S. mail. Allow at least three (3) weeks for materials to be received in the Admissions Office and posted to the Web site page where your file status will be displayed.

File Status:
Receipt of required materials is updated daily and your File Status is displayed for you at http://www.rushsupp.com NOTE: Please allow a couple of weeks for your items to be received and posted before becoming concerned. We are a large medical center and mail may take several days to be delivered to our office even after it arrives at the institution. Plus, with several hundred mailings arriving daily, backlogs tend to develop.

Letters of Recommendation:
Your letters requirement will be fulfilled once we have received the same composite letter/packet or the two individual letters that you indicated in your Supplemental Application.
Please print the Recommender Instructions from http://www.rushsupp.com Give a copy to each person from whom you have requested a letter.

Letters may be submitted via the VirtualEval or Interfolio online services sent in by U.S. mail.

Applicant Screening:
Files are screened for interviews periodically between September and February. It is to your advantage to apply early.

The entire pool is considered during each pass. Once your application becomes eligible for screening, you may have multiple opportunities to be selected for an interview. If selected, you will be notified via e-mail and asked to select an interview date.



About 400 total applicants will be interviewed, 20 on each weekly interview date, during which the applicant spends a full day on campus. In addition to interviewing, the applicant tours the facility, is given lunch and ample opportunities to pose questions to Rush students, staff and faculty. 

How are interviews arranged?
Once invited to interview, the applicant self-schedules on our Web site, choosing from among the available dates posted.

All interviews are conducted on-site at Rush Medical College.

Regional interviews are not available. All interviewed students will receive notification of their admission status no later than May.

Admission Decisions:
Rush makes every attempt to complete interview evaluations and decision voting within about six weeks after the interview. Operational circumstances sometimes conspire to lengthen this process, but a delay in no way reflects negatively on the applicant's chances for acceptance and should not be a cause for concern.

Once the Committee on Admissions begins weekly voting, applicants may be notified at any time up to the end of August of the entering class year.

Waitlist:
Applicants who are initially placed on a wait list are re-reviewed periodically throughout the decision period and remain eligible for acceptance at any time.

Criminal Background Check
Rush Medical College will enforce the Medical School Matriculant Criminal History Records Check Act which states: a medical school located in Illinois must require that each matriculant submit to a fingerprint-based criminal history records check for violent felony convictions and any adjudication of the matriculant as a sex offender conducted by the Department of State Police and the Federal Bureau of Investigation as part of the medical school admissions process.

This criminal background check will occur during orientation week in September.
