
Thereis aneedfor an increasein qualified teachersandteachingassistantsin Kentuckythat will
be addressedthrough a cooperativetransferagreementbetweenKentucky’s public and private
seniorpostsecondaryinstitutionsand the Kentucky Community and TechnicalCollege System
(KCTCS).

The KentuckyPostsecondaryEducationImprovementAct of1997mandatesa seamlesssystemof
postsecondaryeducationthat can only be achievedby promotingeaseof transferfor learners
betweenKentuckyinstitutions.

In order to promote the transfer of credits between KCTCS and Kentucky’s colleges and
universitiesandtherebyincreaseeducationalopportunitiesfor students,KCTCS andparticipating
collegesanduniversitiesestablishthis transferagreementfor coursesin the KCTCS AAS degree
in Educationleadingto credit in theBaccalaureateDegreein Education. The agreementincludes
generaleducationcertification as well as teacherpreparationcoursesapplicableto themajor.

This agreementrecognizesthat transferof credit acrossprogramsis possibleevenwhen thereare
differencesin programemphasis. Accordingly, this agreementreflectsthesephilosophicaland
contentdifferencesby sometimesgrouping coursesthat are covered more broadly at senior
institutionsand in-depthat KCTCS. The coursesin thesegroupsarenot intendedas individual
courseand creditequivalencies.

KCTCS and participating seniorinstitutions agreeto advise each other of changesin course
requirementsfor any courselisted in the agreementin order to ensurecontinuedcompatibility
betweenthe coursesofferedby the faculty at eachinstitution.

KCTCS andparticipatingseniorinstitutionsagreeto renegotiatethis agreementas necessarydue
to changesin courserequirementsat eitherinstitution.

KCTCS studentsmust apply for admissionto the senior institution of their choice and have
official transcriptsforwardedto the admissionsoffice directlyfrom a KCTCS college.

KCTCS studentswho transferunder the provisionsof this agreementwill needto completethe
upperdivision coursesfrom the senior institution as specifiedin the agreementin order to meet
the requirementsfor the Bachelor’sdegree.

While programadmissionis not guaranteedin theseprograms,studentswho havecompletedthe
KCTCS AAS in Education,TeacherPreparationoption will havea minimum of 60 credit hours
acceptedtowardstheirBachelorsdegree.

All institutionsparticipatingin this agreementwill observeSACS and other discipline specific
accreditationstandardsas well as CPEguidelinesand rules. Both institutionsagreeto adhereto
CPErequirementsfor reportingtransferinformation.

In the event that any one of the senior institutions determinesthat it will no longer offer the
Bachelor’sdegreesincludedin this agreement,the seniorinstitution will provideone-yearnotice
of the terminationof the degreeprogram. Studentsenrolled in the program,eitherat KCTCS or
the seniorinstitutionwill be given a reasonableamountof time to completedegreerequirements.
